The	formal	graduation	ceremony	for	Seward	Public	Schools	will	be	held	on	Saturday,	
August	1	at	10:00	a.m.	at	Seward	High	School.	We	had	considered	earlier	dates,	but	the	Governor	of	
Nebraska	has	recommended	that	schools	not	hold	graduation	until	August. 
	 
By	the	end	of	the	week,	we	will	begin	minimizing	public	access	to	the	schools	during	the	month	of	
April.		If	you	need	to	pick	up	any	school	materials	for	the	next	three	weeks,	please	do	so	by	
Thursday,	April	16.	If	you	need	to	pick	up	something	or	drop	materials	off	after	Thursday,	April	16,	
please	call	the	school	office	ahead	of	time.
